WELCOME Thank you for being with us.

We are a Christian church within the Lutheran tradition (Evangelical Lutheran Church of
America) and we welcome people of all Christian traditions as well as people of other faiths and
people of little or no faith. Christian worship has been offered to God in this congregation for 186
years. By worshipping with us today, you become part of that living tradition.

Maundy Thursday/Holy Thursday = Maundy Thursday is the beginning of the Triduum. This is
one large liturgy spread across three days. Historically it has been called The Great Three Days.
The first part of the three part liturgy is begun on Maundy Thursday. The service begins with the
sermon and then is followed by confession with absolution. Foot washing and Holy Communion
are historic components as we reflect on the new commandment that we “love one another.”

Restrooms are available in the Good Shepherd Room (Springettsbury lobby) and the narthex
(George St). Baby changing stations are provided in these restrooms as well as in the nursery.

Our Communion is “open” to all believers who trust that the Risen Christ is present for his people
in the Holy Eucharist.

Guidelines for Worship during the time of COVID-19

Entering and Leaving the Church:
Wearing a mask while in worship is optional.

Offerings:
Monetary offerings may be placed in the basins provided at the entrances to the nave prior to the
service or immediately following the service. You may also donate via our website at

Communion Procedure:
1.Come to communion using the center aisle (about 8 adults per side).
2.Communion glasses are placed on credence tables at the front pews (left and right side).
3.Take a communion glass from the tray of glasses.
4.Take your place along the chancel step. The ministers will bring the bread and wine to you.
5.Extend your hands to receive the communion host.
6.Consume the communion host before you leave the chancel edge.
7.Hold the communion glass with both hands at chest height so that the communion assistant can
easily pour the wine into the glass.
8.Consume the wine.
9.Place the used cup in an empty tray located on a credence table at the side aisle.
10.Return to your pew using the side aisle.

Maundy Thursday

April 14, 2022

FIRST READING: Exodus 12:1-4 [5-10] 11-14

The Lorp said to Moses and Aaron in the land of
Egypt: *This month shall mark for you the beginning of
months; it shall be the first month of the year for you.
*Tell the whole congregation of Israel that on the tenth
of this month they are to take a lamb for each family,
a lamb for each household. 'If a household is too small
for a whole lamb, it shall join its closest neighbor in ob-
taining one; the lamb shall be divided in proportion to
the number of people who eat of it. [*Your lamb shall be
without blemish, a year-old male; you may take it from
the sheep or from the goats. ®*You shall keep it until the
fourteenth day of this month; then the whole assembled
congregation of Israel shall slaughter it at twilight. "They
shall take some of the blood and put it on the two door-
posts and the lintel of the houses in which they eat it.
*They shall eat the lamb that same night; they shall eat
it roasted over the fire with unleavened bread and bit-
ter herbs. “Do not eat any of it raw or boiled in water,
but roasted over the fire, with its head, legs, and inner
organs. '"You shall let none of it remain until the morn-
ing; anything that remains until the morning you shall
burn.] "This is how you shall eat it: your loins girded,
your sandals on your feet, and your staff in your hand;
and you shall eat it hurriedly. It is the passover of the
Lorp. "For I will pass through the land of Egypt that
night, and I will strike down every firstborn in the land
of Egypt, both human beings and animals; on all the
gods of Egypt I will execute judgments: I am the Lorbp.
"The blood shall be a sign for you on the houses where
you live: when I see the blood, I will pass over you, and no
plague shall destroy you when I strike the land of Egypt.

"This day shall be a day of remembrance for you.
You shall celebrate it as a festival to the Lorp; through-
out your generations you shall observe it as a perpetual
ordinance.

Psalm 116:1-2, 12-19

SECOND READING: 1 Corinthians 11:23-26

I received from the Lord what I also handed on to you,
that the Lord Jesus on the night when he was betrayed
took a loaf of bread, **and when he had given thanks,
he broke it and said, “This is my body that is for you. Do
this in remembrance of me.” *In the same way he took
the cup also, after supper, saying, “This cup is the new
covenant in my blood. Do this, as often as you drink it,
in remembrance of me.” *For as often as you eat this

bread and drink the cup, you proclaim the Lord’s death
until he comes.

GOSPEL: John 13:1-17, 31b-35

Now before the festival of the Passover, Jesus knew that
his hour had come to depart from this world and go to
the Father. Having loved his own who were in the world,
he loved them to the end. *The devil had already put it
into the heart of Judas son of Simon Iscariot to betray
him. And during supper *Jesus, knowing that the Father
had given all things into his hands, and that he had
come from God and was going to God, *got up from the
table, took off his outer robe, and tied a towel around
himself. *Then he poured water into a basin and began
to wash the disciples’ feet and to wipe them with the
towel that was tied around him. *He came to Simon
Peter, who said to him, “Lord, are you going to wash my
feet?” "Jesus answered, “You do not know now what I am
doing, but later you will understand.” *Peter said to him,
“You will never wash my feet.” Jesus answered, “Unless
I wash you, you have no share with me.” “Simon Peter
said to him, “Lord, not my feet only but also my hands
and my head!” "Jesus said to him, “One who has bathed
does not need to wash, except for the feet, but is entirely
clean. And you are clean, though not all of you.” "For
he knew who was to betray him; for this reason he said,
“Not all of you are clean.”

After he had washed their feet, had put on his robe,
and had returned to the table, he said to them, “Do you
know what I have done to you? You call me Teacher
and Lord—and you are right, for that is what I am. "So
if I, your Lord and Teacher, have washed your feet, you
also ought to wash one another’s feet. "For I have set
you an example, that you also should do as I have done
to you. '*Very truly, I tell you, servants are not greater
than their master, nor are messengers greater than the
one who sent them. "If you know these things, you are
blessed if you do them.

*“Now the Son of Man has been glorified, and God
has been glorified in him. *’If God has been glorified in
him, God will also glorify him in himself and will glorify
him at once. **Little children, I am with you only a little
longer. You will look for me; and as I said to the Jews so
now I say to you, ‘Where I am going, you cannot come.’
] give you a new commandment, that you love one an-
other. Just as I have loved you, you also should love one
another. **By this everyone will know that you are my
disciples, if you have love for one another.”
